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TeamSpeak-What is it?

TeamSpeak is a quality, scalable application which enables people to speak with one another over the Internet. 
TeamSpeak consists of both client and server software. The server acts as a host to multiple client connections, capable of handling literally thousands of simultaneous users. 
This results in an Internet based conferencing solution that works in a variety of applications such as team mates speaking with one another while playing their favorite online game, small businesses cutting costs on long distance charges, or for personal communication with friends and family.
TeamSpeak is FREE of charge for non-commercial use, and has very low cost licensing fees for commercial use.

Where do I get the software?

You can get the software from the official TeamSpeak site http://www.goteamspeak.com/
In the upper right hand corner of the TS home page, you will see a large button titled “FREE DOWNLOAD”.  Click on that button.
For most people, the software you want to download is the Windows 

TeamSpeak 2 Client  version 2.0.32.60  Size is 5.59 mb
When you click on the download button, you will be asked to agree to the license before you are allowed to download the software.  Just click on “I agree”.
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I suggest you just download the software to your desk top.  After downloading, you will see the Teamspeak installer icon that looks like this:

Note:  For your convenience, I have also provided the software on the golfsimclubhouse site in the Utilities Files folder.  http://www.golfsimclubhouse.com/pga2000/utilities.htm
Look for “Talk Programs”.  You can also download from there.

How do I install the software?

Simply click on the above icon.  You will be led through the install process.  The TeamSpeak software and components will be installed on your C drive in the programs folder.  Inside the programs folder, you will see a Teamspeak folder titled “Teamspeak2_RC2”.
OK, I have the software installed… now what?

First, I suggest you create a TeamSpeak shortcut for your desktop or task bar.

Follow this path… C drive > Program Files> Teamspeak2_RC2 folder.
Open the Teamspeak2_RC2 folder

Right click on the TeamSpeak.exe application.  A box pops up.

Select “Create Shortcut”

Drag the Shortcut to your desktop

Close out the programs file

You are now ready to launch TeamSpeak any time you like.

Next, we need to create a link to the TeamSpeak hosting server.

When you launch TeamSpeak, you will see a screen that looks like this:

Click on the top “Connection” button.  A box will pop up.  Click on “connect”
Next, you will see a screen like this:
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Next Steps

Highlight “New Server” on the left side then type in the following on the right side:
Label: PGA2000 (or whatever you like really… makes no difference)  “New Server” will change automatically to PGA2000 on the left side.
Server Address: 173.192.87.43:8701
Nickname: yourname  (encourage using your golfing name)
Uncheck “Allow server to assign nickname”
Select the “Anonymous” button

Server Password: pgagolf  (temporary.. replaced when you get registered)
Check “Auto-Reconnect”
Leave the last three boxes blank
You should now have a screen that looks like this:


You are ready to go.  Simply click on connect at the bottom. 




Once you are connected, you will see yourself in the TeamSpeak Main Lobby with a (U) behind your name.  The (U) indicates that you are Unregistered at this point.  
If you are unregistered, you can only join the Main Lobby.  You cannot move from room to room.  When registered, the (U) will be replaced with a (R).


Notes:  While you are Unregistered, you can speak to someone in the main lobby, but you cannot move to other rooms.
A couple 
settings

You can pretty much go with the default settings initially, but there are a couple recommendations.
Click on “Settings” in the top menu bar.

Click on “Sound Input/Output Settings”

You get a pop up box that looks like this.   

You can leave the Output Volume at “normal” initially
Click on “Push to talk” and then click on “Set”

Select a key you will push when you want to talk.
The key selected will appear above the “Set” button.  Done

You can run in voice activation mode, but likely, people will complain about background noise.  If you do use voice activation, set the voice activation level slider about as shown.
The lady’s voice that announces every time you do something in TeamSpeak (e.g., change channels), can get a little annoying after a while.  You can deactivate her by doing this:

Click on Settings

Click on Options

Click on Sound Notifications

Check the box that says “Disable all Sounds”

Click on Apply then on OK.

Poof, she is gone.

Registering

Once you have successfully set up TeamSpeak, a system administrator needs to get you registered.

For golf, send an email to one of these administrators:
Tincup (Dar) at dbrown4428@aol.com  or
Hookster (Dave) at hookster59@yahoo.com
Provide the Login Name and Password you want to use.  The Login Name is probably the same as the Nickname you set up previously.  The password is up to you.
When you are registered, the next time you log in to Teamspeak, check the Registered button and enter the above Login Name and password.  Then click connect.  Your name will now have a (R) behind it and now, you can move from room to room.

That’s it… you are good to go.
This is the button you use to connect to Teamspeak





Note that you are not yet connected





Initially, this area will be completely blank.





Right click anywhere in the white area and select “Add Server”





An entry titled “New Server” will be attached to the main server line





This is the area where you enter your setup information for the new server you just created





After all setup data is entered, Click here to connect to the TeamSpeak server.





Your name shows here.  You are not yet registered as indicated by the (U) after your name. 





An administrative person will need to get you registered
